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GOD’S WILL

hat do we do when we get

caught doing something we

know we shouldn’t? Do we
accept responsibility and promise to do
better? Or do we find someone else,
anyone else, to blame? Both Adam and Eve
choose the latter. Adam blames “the
woman whom you were put here with
me,” managing to blame both Eve and God in one excuse
(Genesis 3:12). Eve blames the “tricky” serpent. Neither
takes responsibility for their own sinfulness. What’s more,
they drive a wedge between each other and between
themselves and God. This is what happens when we blame
someone else, even if they did play a role in it, like the
serpent. We divide ourselves from whomever we’ve blamed.
To paraphrase Jesus in the Gospel, when we divide ourselves
from each other, we fall. Instead, we are called to take
responsibility for what we’ve done and to reconcile with
whomever we’ve wronged. Note that at the end of this
passage Jesus says, “whoever does the will of God is my
brother and sister and mother” (Mark 3:35). To be united
with Jesus and the Christian family, do God’s will. Start with
loving—not blaming—your neighbor.

When do you tend to blame someone else instead of taking
responsibility yourself? How can you reconcile with your
neighbor and God?

Tenga en
cuenta que al final de este pasaje Jesus dice: “Todo aquel que
hace la voluntad de Dios ése es mi hermano, mi hermana y mi
madre” (Marcos 3:35). Para estar unidos a Jesus y a la familia
cristiana, hacer la voluntad de Dios. Empiece por amar, no
culpar, a su préjimo.

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LISTENING TO GOD’S WORD
Start with Silence
The General Instruction of the Roman Missal reminds us that
silence is a very important part of the Mass. Not only are we
silent while the readings are read, but there should also be a
brief silence after each of the readings. As the Diocese of
Peoria’s A Study of the Mass teaches, “Even these brief moments
allow us to meditate on the marvels and mysteries we just
heard... In our world of ‘noise,” this silence may seem
uncomfortable to us. Yet, this is all the more reason for us to pay
close attention to this detail of the sacred Liturgy” (p. 7). Silence
is an important means for the faithful to actively participate in
the Mass, since it allows the opportunity to really listen with our
hearts and take in God’s Word.

What if the readings don’t make sense to you? Fr. Guy Oury
reminds us that “The Word of God is not a document. It is not
something of the past that happens to narrate a stage of
revelation” (The Mass, p. 62). The Word of God continues to be
alive and active (Hebrews 4:12), seeking us out and helping to
draw us nearer to God. That is why it is important for us to do our
part during the readings of the Mass by really listening and
thinking about the words of Scripture. If God is speaking to his
people through the Scriptures, and we are part of God’s family,
then God is saying something to us through each reading. A great
question to ask ourselves is: What is God teaching me here?
About himself? About us as his people? About how he asks us to
live? These reflections will help us concentrate more on the
words and help us understand their meaning, even from a
reading about a most unusual topic!

Allow His Word to Grow Roots

Another way to help us better understand the readings is to
recognize that the entire Old Testament is a preparation of God’s
people (that includes us!) for receiving Jesus. The New Testament
is a fulfillment of the Old—all the prophecies, all the
expectations—all perfectly fulfilled in the person of Jesus Christ.
One of my favorite meditations is to think about something from
the Old Testament and see how it leads to Jesus. In the same

way, then, look at something in the New Testament and

remember back to its beginnings in the Old Testament. For
example, we read in Isaiah 7:14, “Behold a virgin shall conceive
and bear a son and shall call his name Emmanuel.” For many of
us, our mind probably jumps to Mary and Jesus. Some of the
connections are very clear, and some are subtler. Spending time
reflecting on the readings can not only help us better understand
what we hear, but it also helps the Word of God to be truly
rooted in our hearts, our thoughts, and our actions.
The central theme of the readings is always Christ... By carefully
listening to the Word of God and reflecting on it, we will realize
who... Christ is, what he says and does, what he expects of us,
and how we are to go about accomplishing the task he entrusted
to us. Gradually, we will enter into the intimacy of God and
discover the meaning of our own existence.

ESCUCHANDO LA PALABRA DE DIOS
Empieza con Silencio
La Instruccion General del Misal Romano nos recuerda que el
silencio es una parte muy importante de la Misa. No solo
guardamos silencio mientras se leen las lecturas, sino que
también debe haber un breve silencio después de cada una de
las lecturas. Como ensefia Un estudio de la misa de la Diécesis de
Peoria: “Incluso estos breves momentos nos permiten meditar
en las maravillas y misterios que acabamos de escuchar... En
nuestro mundo de 'ruido’, este silencio puede parecernos
incomodo. Sin embargo, esta es una razén de mds para que
prestemos mucha atencidn a este detalle de la sagrada
Liturgia” (p. 7). El silencio es un medio importante para que los
fieles participen activamente en la Misa, ya que brinda la
oportunidad de escuchar realmente con el corazén y asimilar la
Palabra de Dios.
¢Qué pasa si las lecturas no tienen sentido para usted? P. Guy
Oury nos recuerda que “La Palabra de Dios no es un documento.
No es algo del pasado que pasa a narrar una etapa de la
revelacion” (La Misa, p. 62). La Palabra de Dios continta viva y
activa (Hebreos 4:12), buscandonos y ayudandonos a acercarnos
mas a Dios. Por eso es importante que hagamos nuestra parte
durante las lecturas de la Misa escuchando y pensando
realmente en las palabras de las Escrituras. Si Dios le esta
hablando a su pueblo a través de las Escrituras, y nosotros somos
parte de la familia de Dios, entonces Dios nos estd diciendo algo
a través de cada lectura. Una gran pregunta que debemos
hacernos es: ¢Qué me estd ensefiando Dios aqui? ¢Sobre él
mismo? é¢Sobre nosotros como su pueblo? ¢Sobre como nos pide
que vivamos? Estas reflexiones nos ayudaran a concentrarnos
mas en las palabras y nos ayudaran a comprender su significado,
iincluso a partir de una lectura sobre un tema de lo mas inusual!
Permite que su Palabra Eche Raices
Otra forma de ayudarnos a comprender mejor las lecturas es
reconocer que todo el Antiguo Testamento es una preparacion
del pueblo de Dios (jeso nos incluye a nosotros!) para recibir a
Jesus. El Nuevo Testamento es un cumplimiento del Antiguo:
todas las profecias, todas las expectativas, todas perfectamente
cumplidas en la persona de Jesucristo. Una de mis meditaciones
favoritas es pensar en algo del Antiguo Testamento y ver cdmo
conduce a Jesus. De la misma manera, entonces, mire algo en el
Nuevo Testamento y recuerde sus comienzos en el Antiguo
Testamento. Por ejemplo, leemos en Isaias 7:14: “He aqui, la
virgen concebira y dara a luz un hijo, y llamara su nombre
Emanuel”. Para muchos de nosotros, nuestra mente
probablemente salta a Maria y Jesus. Algunas de las conexiones
son muy claras y otras son mas sutiles. Dedicar tiempo a
reflexionar sobre las lecturas no sélo puede ayudarnos a
comprender mejor lo que escuchamos, sino que también ayuda a
que la Palabra de Dios esté verdaderamente arraigada en
nuestros corazones, nuestros pensamientos y nuestras acciones.
El tema central de las lecturas es siempre Cristo... Escuchando
atentamente la Palabra de Dios y reflexionando sobre ella, nos
daremos cuenta de quién... es Cristo, qué dice y hace, qué espera
de nosotros y como debemos actuar. cumpliendo la tarea que
nos encomendd. Poco a poco entraremos en la intimidad de Dios
y descubriremos el sentido de nuestra propia existencia.
