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SEED GROW
OF ITSELF

t’s really amazing that we’re able to
walk around with what amounts to a
small computer in our pockets. If we
need an answer, from who won last year’s
Super Bowl to what nearby restaurant
makes the best lasagna, we merely need to
pull out our phoned and ask. But what
about the big questions, like “Is this really
love?” or “what is the meaning of life?” Paul’s advice to
“walk by faith, not by sight” is sound (2Corinthians 5:7). After
all, human knowledge is imperfect. In the parables we hear
today, Jesus uses the example of seeds. We can’t see a
mustard seed spit open under the soil and germinate. Nor
can we see the inner working of a plant, which grows taller
and sturdier and eventually produces fruit. Similarly, we
can’t see the seeds of faith growing inside us, slowly leading
us toward the kingdom of God. Yet we believe it is
happening. We believe that we are part of it. And we believe
that the kingdom that continues to grow each day is greater
than all the smartphones in the world, and that one day we
will all dwell in its branches, in God’s presence.

How have you sensed the seed of faith growing within
yourself? What can you do this week to nurture your own
seed of faith or another’s?

THE FIRST READING
A Witness to God’s Faithfulness
The First Reading at Mass is generally from the Old Testament.
When we hear the stories of the Old Testament, we hear about
how God called and began to form his people. If you are familiar
with the Old Testament, you know there are times of faithfulness
and falling away. There are prophets, judges, and other leaders
that help call the people back to faithfulness. There are times
where God is clearly directly involved and times where he seems
to be more in the background. We learn about God'’s faithfulness,
even in the midst of our unfaithfulness. | am often struck by that
faithfulness of God: we know we don’t deserve it, and yet there
he is, consistently loving, forgiving, leading, providing, and
protecting, doing all the things that good fathers do for their
beloved children. Hopefully, as we hear those words each week,
they remind us we can always go to our loving God and Father.
Through Moses, the prophets, and other writers, God was
preparing his people (and us) to receive the truth about Jesus—
that he truly is the Messiah who came to set us free from sin and
death so that we might live with the Father forever. The Old and
New Testament work together: the Old prepares for the New,
and the New tells us what we’ve been waiting for, namely, Jesus
Christ (cf. Dei Verbum, no. 15).

The Family of God
But why do we need all those names? The whole Bible, even
parts we don’t understand or that don’t seem helpful, is part of
God’s precious word to his people. Charles Belmonte reminds
us that, just as every particle of the Body of Christ is precious,
so too is every word (and name) of the Bible. Sometimes the
readings may seem “obscure” to us because we don’t
understand the ancient cultures of the Middle East. Sometimes
they just mildly hint at one of the great mysteries of God and
their importance can be easily overlooked. Sometimes we
stumble over the names or we don’t understand the poetic
language. “Nevertheless, we can be sure that if we do our best,
the Holy Spirit will give us enough capacity to grasp whatever
we may need for our sanctification and mission in life. And
even if what we have read [or heard] does not stay in our
memory, the Word of God has purified and nourished our
souls” (Understanding the Mass, p. 85)
Just like we remember the names of our grandparents and
great-grandparents because they are part of our family tree, so
too do we remember the names of these people who in some
way had (and still have) an important part to play in God's
family tree. As the Church teaches, “Christians should accept
with veneration these writings which give expression to a lively
sense of God, which are a storehouse of sublime teaching on
God and of sound wisdom on human life, as well as a
wonderful treasury of prayers; in them, too, the mystery of our
salvation is present in a hidden way” (Dei Verbum, no. 15).

LA PRIMERA LECTURA
Un Testigo de la Fidelidad de Dios
La Primera Lectura de la Misa es generalmente del Antiguo
Testamento. Cuando escuchamos las historias del Antiguo
Testamento, escuchamos acerca de cémo Dios llamé y comenzdé
a formar a su pueblo. Si estd familiarizado con el Antiguo
Testamento, sabra que hay tiempos de fidelidad y apostasia. Hay
profetas, jueces y otros lideres que ayudan a llamar al pueblo a
volver a la fidelidad. Hay momentos en los que Dios esta
claramente involucrado directamente y momentos en los que
parece estar mas en un segundo plano. Aprendemos acerca de la
fidelidad de Dios, incluso en medio de nuestra infidelidad. A
menudo me sorprende esa fidelidad de Dios: sabemos que no lo
merecemos y, sin embargo, ahi esta él, amando, perdonando,
guiando, proveyendo y protegiendo constantemente, haciendo
todo lo que los buenos padres hacen por sus amados hijos. Con
suerte, al escuchar esas palabras cada semana, nos recuerdan
que siempre podemos acudir a nuestro amoroso Dios y Padre.
A través de Moisés, los profetas y otros escritores, Dios estaba
preparando a su pueblo (y a nosotros) para recibir la verdad
acerca de Jesus: que él verdaderamente es el Mesias que vino a
liberarnos del pecado y de la muerte para que podamos vivir con
el Padre. para siempre. El Antiguo y el Nuevo Testamento
trabajan juntos: el Antiguo prepara el Nuevo, y el Nuevo nos dice
lo que estabamos esperando, es decir, a Jesucristo (cf. Dei
Verbum, n. 15).

La Familia de Dios
Pero épor qué necesitamos todos esos nombres? Toda la Biblia,
incluso las partes que no entendemos o que no parecen Utiles, es
parte de la preciosa palabra de Dios para su pueblo. Charles
Belmonte nos recuerda que, asi como cada particula del Cuerpo
de Cristo es preciosa, también lo es cada palabra (y nombre) de
la Biblia. A veces las lecturas pueden parecernos “oscuras”
porque no entendemos las culturas antiguas del Medio Oriente.
A veces simplemente insintan levemente uno de los grandes
misterios de Dios y su importancia puede facilmente pasarse por
alto. A veces nos tropezamos con los nombres o no entendemos
el lenguaje poético. “Sin embargo, podemos estar seguros de
que si hacemos lo mejor que podemos, el Espiritu Santo nos dara
la capacidad suficiente para captar todo lo que necesitemos para
nuestra santificacion y misién en la vida. Y aunque lo que hemos
leido [u oido] no permanece en nuestra memoria, la Palabra de
Dios ha purificado y nutrido nuestras almas”
(Entendiendo la Misa, p. 85)

Asi como recordamos los nombres de nuestros abuelos y
bisabuelos porque son parte de nuestro arbol genealdgico, asi
también recordamos los nombres de estas personas que de
alguna manera tuvieron (y aun tienen) un papel importante que
desempefiar en la familia de Dios. arbol. Como enseia la Iglesia,
“los cristianos deben aceptar con veneracion estos escritos que
expresan un vivo sentido de Dios, que son depdsito de
ensefianzas sublimes sobre Dios y de sana sabiduria sobre la vida
humana, asi como un maravilloso tesoro de oraciones; También
en ellos esta presente de manera oculta el misterio de nuestra
salvacion” (Dei Verbum, n. 15).
