FAITH

od is good. God is love. God is life.

These are fundamental truths of our

faith. We are reminded in the first
reading that we are created in God’s
image. Therefore, we are created to be
good always, to love one another, and to
live forever. However, because of original
sin, we must rely on God’s mercy for all
three. We strive to be good always, and to repent and seek
forgiveness when we aren’t. We are challenged to love God
and to love our neighbor. We hope to live eternally with
God. This is what our faith calls us to do. In the Gospel, we
meet two people with strong faith: a woman with
hemorrhages and Jairus, a religious official whose daughter is
near death. Each of them seeks out Jesus and his healing
touch. They are rewarded specifically for their faith. “Your
faith has saved you,” he tells Jairus (5:36). Our faith can save
us as well, drawing us to God, our ultimate source of
goodness, love, and life.

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THE SECOND READING
How to Live in Christ Every Day
As we look through the books of the New Testament, we see how
each writer was addressing a person or particular community
with their own strengths and weaknesses. The writer knew his
audience and, through the guidance of the Holy Spirit, taught
these people what God asks of us and how to live in Christ every
day. These readings call us to faithfulness and generosity in loving
one another. Sometimes we hear joyful words of truth: “Beloved,
see what love the Father has bestowed on us that we may be
called the children of God. Yet so we are” (1 Jn 3:1). We also hear
words of consolation: “We always pray for you” (2 Thes 1:11). At
other times, we will hear exhortations to holiness, such as, “Do
you not know that you are a temple of God, and that the Spirit of
God dwells in you?” (1 Cor 3:16) and “do not use this freedom as
an opportunity for the flesh” (Gal 5:13).

These writings are beneficial to us because St. Paul and the other
writers were all helping early Christians understand how to live in
an anti-Christian world (recall that Christianity was illegal in the
Roman Empire during the first centuries of the Church). The
writers provided answers to difficult questions, gave explanations
for why we do certain things and not others, and exhorted the
people to holiness and fidelity even in the midst of daily struggles
and persecutions.

How to Live as a Christian in the World
A couple of very common questions today are: “How do | really
live as a Christian in the world? How do | make what | do on
Sunday last all through the week?” Thanks to these New
Testament Readings, we have answers to these questions. Look
through the readings for any Sunday, and what do you see? “Be
imitators of me, as | am of Christ” (1 Cor 11:1); “For you are all
one in Christ Jesus” (Gal 3:28); “For he is our peace” (Eph 2:14);
“Seek what is above” (Col 3:1); “that you may not grow weary
and lose heart” (Heb 12:3); “Be doers of the word and not
hearers only” (Jas 1:19); “Compete well for the faith” (1 Tim
6:12); “Children, let us love...in deed and truth” (1 Jn 3:18); “He
will wipe every tear from their eyes” (Rev 21:4); “Always be
ready to give an explanation...for your hope” (1 Pet 3:15). Does
it feel like we could keep going and going? We really could! At
every Sunday Mass and on Solemnities, the Second Reading is
packed with wisdom from the saints to
help us become saints, too!

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SEGUNDA LECTURA
Cémo Vivir en Cristo Todos los Dias
Al revisar los libros del Nuevo Testamento, vemos cdmo cada
escritor se dirigia a una persona o comunidad en particular
con sus propias fortalezas y debilidades. El escritor conocia a
su audiencia y, a través de la guia del Espiritu Santo, les
ensefd lo que Dios nos pide y cémo vivir en Cristo todos los
dias. Estas lecturas nos llaman a la fidelidad y la generosidad
al amarnos unos a otros. A veces escuchamos palabras
gozosas de verdad: “Amados, mirad cuanto amor nos ha
dado el Padre, para que seamos llamados hijos de Dios. Sin
embargo, asi somos” (1 Jn 3:1). También escuchamos
palabras de consuelo: “Oramos siempre por vosotros” (2 Tes
1:11). En otras ocasiones, escucharemos exhortaciones a la
santidad, tales como: “éNo sabéis que sois templo de Dios, y
que el Espiritu de Dios habita en vosotros?” (1 Cor 3:16) y
“no aprovechéis esta libertad como oportunidad para la
carne” (Gal 5:13).

Estos escritos son beneficiosos para nosotros porque San
Pablo y los demas escritores estaban ayudando a los
primeros cristianos a comprender cdmo vivir en un mundo
anticristiano (recordemos que el cristianismo era ilegal en el
Imperio Romano durante los primeros siglos de la Iglesia).
Los escritores dieron respuestas a preguntas dificiles, dieron
explicaciones de por qué hacemos ciertas cosas y no otras, y
exhortaron al pueblo a la santidad y la fidelidad incluso en
medio de las luchas y persecuciones diarias.

Cémo Vivir como Cristiano en el Mundo
Un par de preguntas muy comunes hoy en dia son: “éCémo
vivo realmente como cristiano en el mundo? ¢Cémo hago
para que lo que hago el domingo dure toda la semana?
Gracias a estas lecturas del Nuevo Testamento, tenemos
respuestas a estas preguntas. Mira las lecturas de cualquier
domingo y équé ves? “Sed imitadores de mi, como yo lo soy
de Cristo” (1 Cor 11:1); “Porque todos sois uno en Cristo
Jesus” (Galatas 3:28); “Porque él es nuestra paz” (Ef 2:14);
“Buscad lo de arriba” (Col 3:1); “para que no os canséis ni
desmayéis” (Heb 12:3); “Sed hacedores de la palabray no
sélo oidores” (Santiago 1:19); “Compite bien por la fe” (1 Tim
6:12); “Hijos, amemos... de obra y de verdad” (1 Jn 3;18);
“El enjugard toda lagrima de sus ojos” (Apoc 21:4); “Estad
siempre dispuestos a dar explicacion... de vuestra
esperanza” (1 Pedro 3:15). ¢Se siente como si pudiéramos
seguir y seguir? jRealmente podriamos! En cada Misa
dominical y en las Solemnidades, la Segunda Lectura esta
llena de sabiduria de los santos para
jAyudanos a ser santos también!
